secondary institute or vocational program in Kansas
» Applicant must have earned a minimum of a 2.0 accumulated
GPA
» The following information shall be included in the application:
o The completed application cover sheet
o Resume — school and community
o An essay (250-500 words) detailing what you have done
through volunteer work to give back to your community
during your high school/college years.
A copy of a high school/college transcript
o A recommendation letter from someone who can verify
your community involvement.
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Each scholarship winner will receive two payments, one prior to the fall semester and one
prior to the spring semester. Checks will be made out to the school you will be attending.
A transcript will be required before receiving the second semester payment.
